The Black Theatre Forum and Nitro Theatre Company collections include unpublished scripts, out of print play texts, director’s notes, publicity material, programmes of shows, newspaper cuttings, costume designs, video and music recordings and administrative records relating to black performing arts, encompassing people of African, Caribbean and Asian descent. 

The project re-assembled, organised, catalogued, encoded and houses for long-term preservation the two collections in collaboration with the A2A Central Team.  

Especially vulnerable and damaged material was repackaged to archival standards. Documents are accessible for the first time for study, research, educational workshops and artistic productions.  

Physical and free access to the collections is available via the Future Histories Research Centre at Middlesex University (Bounds Green Campus) complemented by virtual access through the A2A web site.
